25.  The Rent and assignment

Despite any other provision of this lease, the Licensor and Licensee acknowledge, covenant and agree:

a. the Rent referred to in Item 2 of the Schedule payable by the Tenant under this lease does not reflect the current market rent for the Premises;

b. any rebate, reduction or limit on or provided in respect of the Rent payable by the Tenant under this lease (collectively referred to as the "Rebate") is personal to the Tenant and the benefit of the Rebate cannot be assigned under any circumstances whatsoever without the prior written consent of the Landlord (such consent may be given or withheld in the Landlord's unfettered and absolute discretion);

c. if, in accordance with clause 7, the Landlord consents to an assignment of this lease or the Premises, it will be a condition of the Landlord's consent (unless waived by the Landlord in writing, in the Landlord's unfettered and absolute discretion) that:

i. as and from the effective date of the assignment ("Assignment Date"), this lease will be amended as follows:

1. the Rent will be varied as if the Assignment Date was a Market Review Date provided in Item 4 of the Schedule and the provisions of clause 5.2 will apply; and

2. the Rent will be varied in accordance with clause 5.1 on each anniversary of the Assignment Date during the remainder of the Term following the Assignment Date, with each anniversary date being a CPI Review Date; and

ii. prior to the Assignment Date, the Landlord, the Tenant and the assignee enter into a deed of consent on terms and conditions acceptable to the Landlord in the Landlord's unfettered and absolute discretion including giving effect to the amendments to this lease referred to in sub-clause 25 c) i;

d. without limiting the generality of clause 7, the Licensor:

i. must not consent to an assignment of this lease without first obtaining the approval of the then current wardens of the Parish in Item 10 of the Schedule who undertake the day to day management of the Building and the Premises ("Wardens") to the proposed assignment (in the Warden's absolute and unfettered discretion); and

ii. may withhold its consent to an assignment of this licence if the Wardens do not provide their approval of the assignment;

e. for the purposes of clause 7, sub-clause 25 b), sub-clause 25 c) and sub-clause 25 d) "assign" and "assignment" includes:

i. an assignment, transfer or novation of this lease;

ii. parting with possession of the Premises, either in whole or in part, including by way of sub-letting, sub-licensing or the granting of concessions; and

iii. the circumstances referred to in clause 7.2(a).

26. Compliance with Laws and Requirements
Without limiting any other provision of this lease, the Tenant must comply on time with all Laws, and the Requirements of Public Authorities in connection with the Premises, the Tenant's business conducted from the Premises, the Tenant's property and the Tenant's use and occupation of the Premises.
27. Landlord's right to require the suspension of the Permitted Use

Without limiting any other provision of, or any right of the Landlord under this l, the Landlord may, by notice in writing to the Tenant, suspend the Tenant’s right to use the Premises during any period that the Permitted Use is or will be in breach of any Law or Requirement.
(2)
Without limiting any other provision of, or any right of the Landlord under, this lease, if the Tenant fails to comply with its obligations or any of the requirements under clauses 9.1(a), 9.1(b), 9.2(a), 10.4 and/or 26 at any time:

a. the Tenant must immediately notify the Landlord of the Tenant's failure;

b. the Landlord may, by notice in writing to the Tenant:

i. suspend the Tenant's rights to use the Premises for the Permitted Use;

ii. require the Tenant to immediately cease operating the Tenant's business from the Premises; and

iii. require the Tenant to rectify the Tenant's failure without delay;

c. the Tenant must, on receiving the Landlord's notice provided in accordance with clause 27(b), immediately cease operating the Tenant's business from the Premises and use the Tenant's best endeavours to rectify the Tenant's failure without delay; and

d. if, despite the Tenant complying with its obligations under clause 27(c), the Tenant does not or cannot rectify the Tenant's failure within 14 days of receiving the Landlord's notice provided in accordance with clause 27(b), the Landlord may exercise any right the Landlord has under clause 12.2, including the right to terminate this lease in accordance with clause 12.2(a), without the need to provide further notice to the Tenant.
28. Other amendments to the memorandum

(a) Insert the following definitions in clause 1:

“Law” includes any requirement of any statute, rule, regulation, proclamation, ordinance or by-law, present or future and whether state, federal or otherwise. 

“Requirement” includes any requirement, notice, order, direction, consent, approval, recommendation, guideline, stipulation or similar notification received from, required or given by any Public Authority or under any Law, whether in writing or otherwise, and regardless of to whom it is addressed or directed. 
(b) In clause 9.1(b) the words “consent and approvals required by” are omitted and the words “Requirements of” are inserted instead. 
(c) In clause 10.2(j) subparagraphs (i) and (ii) are omitted and the remaining subparagraphs are consequentially renumbered.

(d) In clause 11.6(e) the words “or illness” are inserted after the word “injury”.
